2. Photos must be taken between March 15 and August 15, 2008 at Francis Beidler Forest Audubon Center in Harleyville (SC),
the Silver Bluff Audubon Center near Aiken (SC), or at specific Audubon SC events approved for the contest, to include
the Santee Birding & Nature Festival (April 18-20); ‘Second Friday’ Folly Beach Bird Walks, and selected other events noted
on the Audubon SC website.
